Dr. Richard M. Turner III (Α Class) Exemplifies the True Sinfonian
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and second president, while attending Fisk as a pianist majoring in music.  His passion for music began at the age of 5 as a young pianist striving to be the best.  Turner attended Fisk on full scholarship and graduated with a B.A. in music in 1956.  He went ahead to pursue not only his Masters at Indiana University but his Doctorate as well in music education. 

Upon completion Turner returned to Fisk as chair of the Music Department and Director of the Jubilee Singers (1968–1971).  Later, he headed Baltimore’s Community College to serve as Dean of Student Activities and in 1974 Dean of Faculty (Provost) for 8 years.  From 1974 until 1979, Turner held the position as the minister of music for Union Baptist Church in Baltimore, MD.  In 1980 Fisk awarded him the honorary Doctor of Humane Letters. 

With remarkable leadership skills, Dr. Turner founded the Singing Presidents of the American Association of Community Colleges (AACC) which was a group of administrators who focused on barbershop style harmony! The American Association of Community Colleges Singers, was established shortly after whose repertoire consisted of a more wide span of music. Their astonishing debut performance was held at Caesar’s Palace in Las Vegas, NV for the annual AACC conference.  The group toured successfully for 8 years.
Turner served as President for five different community colleges:  Baltimore City Community College (President Emeritus), South Central Community College now known as Gateway Community College, Nashville Tech, Lane College, and Wayne County Community College District.
Turner is head of a consolidating business “Turner Executive Search Associates, LLC, are committed to excellence in advising and assisting colleges and universities, through the search process, to find outstanding candidates who are uniquely qualified for their key positions of educational leadership.”

 Dr. Turner has exemplified through his character the true values and qualities that one should possess while embarking on the journey of life keeping the spirit of Orpheus alive.
